8 Bands failing to notify the Secretary or any official of the A, D&G Branch that 

they will not be participating in the contest before the contest start time may be 

liable to a fine set by the RSPBA board of directors 

9 All trophies MUST be returned to the promoter not less than one (1) month before 

the contest date or a fine of £50.00 for each trophy will be applied and suspension  

from all RSPBA events until the trophy is returned and the fine paid.
